The Board Meeting was called to order on Zoom at 7:00 p.m. by President Jan Goehring  Board members present were: President Jan Goehring, Vice President Gage Marchini, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth, Past President Ken Rothaus,  Directors Joann Sprogis, Katherine Tobias, Irene Camerino and Pam Bliss.

Clubs represented:  African Violet – Capital City, American Bonsai Assn., Begonia Society, Bromeliads & Carnivorous Plant Society, Cactus & Carnivorous Plant Society, Camellia City Porcelain Artists, Chrysanthemum Society, Delta Gesneriad & African Violet, Gypsy Traders, Ikebana International, Iris Society, National Assn. of Watch & Clock Collectors, Perennial Plant Club,  River Park Garden Club, Sacramento Bonsai Club, Sacramento Collective for Textile Arts, Sacramento Rose Society, Sacramento Floral Design Guild, Sacramento Weavers and Spinners Guild and Sogetsu Ikebana of Sacramento. 

Secretary’s Report: The minutes of the March 2, 2026, meeting were approved as mailed.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of March 2026. The income was $1311.87 and the expenses were $6,403.49. The total in checking and savings was approximately $103,579.69.

City Liaison Report: Gage reported our current 50% discount will be cut from 50% to 25% next year due to cuts in YCPE budget.  He said we did not receive any notification of this from Anthony.

Jan said she attended the last City Council meeting and they the had a slide presentation showing they will be cutting the budget of departments by 15%.

Gage said he did not think there was a reason to pursue a lease.  He said most community centers are not leased.  If we go into a lease there will not be a custodial service to do the set-ups and cleaning which is covered by the rent we pay.  We need to cost-out set-up and tear down which will have to be done by custodial staff at $45/hr.

Pam Bliss explored some alternatives for set-up, tear-down and custodial.  She sent inquiries to a janitorial service and we have an appointment on Wednesday, April 8 at 12:30 so they can tour the facility and give us a price for their service.  Pam said she also sent a request to Pride Industries for a proposal but has not set-up a tour with them.  She said Pride Industries hires disabled people who sometimes have trouble interacting with people but they do send a supervisor with the workers.

Gage said the new 25% discount if effective beginning at the new fiscal year, July 1, 2026 but our contract with the City is for the calendar year so we should get the 50% discount until January 1, 2027.
Spring Sale:  Wendy said the Spring Sale made a $833.35 profit.
Scheduling & Payment System (SKEDDA):  Pam said SKEDDA is functioning well and said the City has changed from one permit number for the whole year to a new permit number for each month.  This will make it easier to work with for any changes.  Pam restated that there has to be credit/debit card on file even when paying with a check or the system will not accept the reservation
Pam said the permit number for each month is on the calendar under the Board Meeting notice on the first Monday of each month (unless the first Monday is a holiday and then the meeting is on the second Monday.)
Nominating Committee:  Joann Sprogis, Chair, she said she is waiting for calls from some people but she needs another member on the committee.
CHAT Newsletter: The next deadline is April 15th. Joann asked the clubs to send articles, flyers and photos for the May and June events.
City Grant:  Wendy said she is waiting for the grant disbursement from the City.  Wendy said our insurance costs will increase if we go to a lease since we will need $2M instead of $1M coverage. 
OLD BUSINESS
Sink in Katchen:  One of the deep sinks in the kitchen had dirt and floral foam in it.  The clubs need to reminded not to put anything in the sinks but water or they will get plugged up. 
Next meeting:  The next board meeting will be May 4, 2026, on Zoom at 7:00 p.m.
