March 4, 2024

MINUTES

The Zoom meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by President Ken Rothaus.  Board members present were President Ken Rothaus, Vice President Jan Goehring, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth and director Joann Sprogis.

Art by Fire, River Park Garden Club, Sacramento Bonsai Club, Sacramento Center for Textile Arts, Sacramento Rose Society, Sierra Camera and Sogetsu Ikebana of Sacramento.  Celeste Torres from the City of Sacramento was also in attendance.
 
Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the February 5, 2024 meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of February, 2024.  The expenses were $281.67 and the income was $1,580.15.  The total in checking and savings was approximately $104,411.88.

City Report:  Celeste Torres reported that she sent a request to City IT asking if the SG&AC board could purchase a modem for the Center.  Bob Cutler from the California Native Plant Society said they would purchase the equipment needed to provide a router to get better service for SG&AC members.

Celeste asked the clubs to please communicate any changes in dates, times, set-ups, etc.  She said to please send these changes with two weeks’ notice.  She said there is a new team of monitors coming in and they are in the process of being trained at this time.  

Wendy showed a picture of trash containers she saw at another City building that were very clearly marked and color coded to show which trash went in which containers.  She asked if we can ask the City for containers like this for the Center.  She said there are similar containers available on Amazon.

She said the City has scheduled several “survey” meetings – the flyer on the meetings is posted on the outside of the SG&AC.  She one of the meetings will be held at the Clunie Community Center on March 14th from 6:00-7:00 p.m.  The other two are North Natomas CC on March 6th and Panell CC on March 13.  Celeste said she will send the information to Wendy to send out to the clubs.

 
Celeste said there are three chairs that need repair.  Ken said that we can order parts from the company that manufactures the chairs.  

Exterior Support:  Renee from the Bonsai Club said there were pictures of the tree that was planted in the Japanese garden in the last issue of the CHAT.  She said that once the tree settles in they will begin to train and prune it. 

Spring Sale:  Wendy said 37 clubs and vendors have signed up the sale.  Wendy showed the layout of the Center for the sale.

CHAT:  Joann said the deadline for the next CHAT is April 15, 2024.

AV Equipment:  Ken said he still has to contact Anthony at Associated Sound re upgrades to the AV equipment.

Lockers:  Ken said he will be at the Center on Thursday, March 7th to change the locks on the lockers that have no keys and also the AV cabinet. 

NEW BUSINESS

Donation Box:  Joann said she will bring the donation box to the Spring Sale.  Bonsai will have it near their table to accept donations for the new tree in the Japanese garden.

Ed Shroeder’s Internment:  Joann said the service for Ed held on Friday, February 9th at the Sacramento National Cemetery in Dixon was very nice and Ed’s family was very welcoming to all who attended.
