I wanted to thank you all for your patience and your support these last few years.  When I first met with 
many of you to talk about the Friends of East Sacramento assuming the responsibility for the maintenance 
and management of the Shepard Garden Center, most of us had not heard of “COVID-19”.  Now, two and a 
half years later most of the clubs are finally back meeting on a regular basis and your Shows and Sales are 
more popular than ever.  For this I am grateful to you all. 
 
As you know the Friends of East Sacramento will be giving up our lease for the Shepard Center as of 
November 30.  As of December 1, 2022, the maintenance and management of the Center will be with the 
City of Sacramento's Parks Department.  We expect it to be a smooth transition and that your members and 
event attendees won’t even notice the difference.  But—as with most things—there is some administrative 
paperwork required.  I am attaching a copy of their new rental brochure for the Shepard Center which 
includes lots of information you will want to read. 
 
Also, attached are the city’s rental application and a second form specific to the clubs that meet at the 
Shepard Center.  Please complete both forms and return them either by email to 
SacRecreation@CityofSacramento.org or by US mail to Reservation Office, Coloma Center, 4623 T Street, 
Sacramento, 95819.  The City is asking that you return the forms to them by Friday, October 21.  (You must 
return both forms to ensure that the dates you wish to reserve are held for your Club.) 
 
I am sure you are also wondering about the cost of renting your meeting room.  I have shared with the City 
the current rates you have been paying.  The City believes that with their price structure and their ability to 
offer reduced rental rates that your cost will be similar to that which you have been paying the Friends of 
East Sacramento.
