MINUTES

The Zoom meeting was called to order at 7:15 p.m. by President Ken Rothaus.  Board members present were President Ken Rothaus, Vice President Jan Goehring, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth, directors M J Kelly and Joann Sprogis.

Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the October 7, 2024 were approved as read.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of October 2024.  The expenses were $1,322.53 and the income was $2,468.39. The total in checking and savings was approximately $115,843.39.

OLD BUSINESS

Lockers:  Ken said he repaired the two lockers, Begonia Society and Textile Arts, that were hard to open.

Club Deposits:  Ken said in previous discussions it was suggested that the Board would pay the yearly deposits for the member clubs.  At $250 per club, this would amount to $6,500.  The $250 per year must be paid by each club before their first meeting in 2025.  The deposit is returned to the club at the end of the year and then has to be paid again the following year.  After much discussion on how the $6,500 could be paid to the City to cover the clubs it was decided that it would be hard to keep track of all the clubs and their permit numbers so Jan made the motion that the $250 be loaned to any club that wanted the loan asking them to sign an agreement with the provisions that if the club caused damage the club would cover the cost and that the loan would be rolled over year to year as long as the club remained a member of the Sacramento Garden & Arts Center.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  Wendy provided a sample agreement the clubs would be asked to sign.

NEW BUSINESS

Insurance Certificate Charge:  Wendy said our insurance company is going to start charging for certificates for shows/sales outside the SG&AC.  There will be a charge of approximately $40 per certificate.  Wendy said she would like someone to take over handling the insurance business with the insurance company and the clubs.

Club Survey:  Ken said he needs to send out a survey on member club meetings and classes and ask if they are willing to open their programs to the public.  Ken said he needs to get information from Anthony regarding the requirements of clubs to get reduced rent.  He said the club would be able to charge for supplies or speakers fees.
