MINUTES

Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the July 9, 2022 meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of July, 2022.  The expenses were $2,420.65 and income was $5625.06.  The total in checking and savings is $85,441.27.

The Bonsai club said they will remove the rocks when the handyman is available to look at the system.

Fall Sale:  The Fall Sale will be held on Saturday October 1 and Sunday October 2.  The Begonia Society will chair the event.

CHAT:  Wendy said the CHAT deadline for the next issue will be August 15, 2022 for the September issue.  Wendy asked the clubs to get any changes in officers to her so we can get them changed on the website.

Website:  Wendy said she received an email from the webmaster, Eric and he will have an update on the website later this week.

City taking over management of the Center:  Ken said we will have to meet with the City to discuss their taking over management of the Center and who will own the tables and chairs, pictures, etc. and if the donation box can be put back outside the office.
