MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 10:55 a.m. by President Ken Rothaus.  Board members present were President Ken Rothaus, Vice President Jan Goehring, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth and director MJ Kelly.

Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the June 6, 2022 meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of June, 2022.  The expenses were $1,553.50 and income was $295.64.  The total in checking and savings is $83,774.29.  
  
SG&AC Scheduling:  Lisa Schmidt announced that she would be retiring at the end of November, 2022.  She said the City wanted her to commit to a contract for five more years and she did not want to do that.  She said the City wants to take over management of the SG&AC.  Lisa said she will present the City with the calendar for the next year so it is very important that the clubs get their dates into her as soon as possible so she can get them on the calendar. Lisa said she will help with the transition of management.   Lisa said Covid is still doing damage to some of the clubs who have cancelled meetings/shows/sales close to their dates.  

Lisa said the Community Rummage Sale on June 11, 2022 was successful in spite of the very hot weather.  She said the vendors could set-up inside the building or in the park.  A local charity was there to pick up unwanted items at the end of the sale.

SG&AC Garden:  Lee Ruth said the American Bonsai Club will work on the pond by removing the rocks to see what needs to be done to repair the automatic irrigation system.
 
Fall Sale:  The Fall Sale will be held on Saturday October 1 and Sunday October 2.

CHAT:  Wendy said the CHAT deadline for the next issue will be August 15, 2022.  Wendy asked the clubs to get any changes in officers to her so we can get them changed on the website.
