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BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

July 8, 2023

MINUTES

The Board Meeting at the Shepard Garden and Arts Center was called to order at 11:20 a.m. immediately following the Annual Meeting.  Board members present were President Ken Rothaus, Vice President Jan Goehring, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth and directors MJ Kelly and Joann Sprogis.

Clubs represented were:  African Violet – Capital City, American Bonsai Assn., Begonia Society,  Cymbidium Society, Delta Gesneriad & African Violet, Fuchsia Society, Gypsy Traders Antique Club, Ikebana International, National Watch & Clock Collectors, Northern California Art by Fire, Perennial Plant Club, River Park Garden Club, Sacramento Center for Textile Arts, Sacramento Rose Society, Sacramento Floral Design Guild,  Satsuki Aikokai Assn., Sierra Camera, Sogetsu Ikebana of Sacramento and City of Sacramento representatives Celeste Torres and Katie.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the year from July of 2022 until June of 2023.  The Income for the year was $20,566.40 and the expenses were $10,397.99. The dues the clubs paid remained the same as last year.

Scheduling:  The new supervisor for the Clunie Community Center, the Rose Garden and the Shepard Garden & Arts Center, Celeste Torres, introduced herself.  She said the City will be working to provide a beautiful and safe environment at the Center.  She said her office will be at 
the Shepard Garden & Arts Center and she can reached by email: ctorres@cityofsacramento.org.  916-639-2613.  Celeste introduced Katie from the City of Sacramento.  Katie said all the clubs should have their 2024 dates submitted beginning August 1st and by September 21, 2023 at the latest.  She said once all the permit requests have been processed the clubs should receive their permits within a couple of months.  The clubs should check their permits to make sure all the information is correct so any problems can be worked out.  Katie said she will work with the SG&AC board to work out any problems in scheduling.  

Celeste said she is trying to make all the storage areas safe for her staff to work in.  She said there are some items that need to be removed if they are not being used by the clubs.  She asked the clubs to check out the items in the outside storage shed that have to be secured or removed.

Exterior Support:  Dodie from the American Bonsai Association said when the weather cools off a workday will be set-up to clean up the island on the patio. 

Fall Sale:  The Fall Sale will be held on Saturday October 7-8, 2023.  Wendy said the application is on the sgaac.org website and she is working with the webmaster, Eric, to put a PayPal link so payment can be made at the same time the application is submitted.
 
CHAT:  Wendy said the deadline for the next CHAT newsletter is August 15, 2023 for distribution on September 1, 2023. 

September Board Meeting:  The September board meeting will be in-person at the SG&AC so club members can pick up postcards and lawn signs to help advertise the October 7-8 Fall Sale. 

Spring Sale 2024:  The dates for the 2024 Spring Sale will be Saturday, March 16 and Sunday, March 17.

Election of Officers:  Jan Goehring presented the slate of nominees to be voted on:  President Ken Rothaus, Treasurer Wendy Corby and Director MJ Kelly.  Jan said there are openings for additional directors and Joann Sprogis nominated Nora Haley from the Fuchsia Society to serve as a director.  Nora Haley’s name was added to the slate of officers to be voted on and the slate was elected unanimously.
