BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

March 6, 2023

MINUTES

The Zoom meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by President Ken Rothaus.  Board members present were President Ken Rothaus, Vice President Jan Goehring, Treasurer Wendy Corby, Secretary Therese Ruth and directors MJ Kelly and Joann Sprogis.

Clubs represented were:  African Violet – Capital City, American Bonsai Assn., Begonia Society, Cymbidium Society, Delta Gesneriad & African Violet, Fuchsia Society, Gypsy Traders Antique Club, Ikebana International, National Watch & Clock Collectors, Northern California Art by Fire, Perennial Plant Club, River Park Garden Club, Sacramento Center for Textile Arts, Sacramento Rose Society, Sacramento Weaver and Spinners Guild, Satsuki Aikokai Assn., Sogetsu Ikebana of Sacramento.

Satsuki Aikokai said they were canceling their show scheduled for May 20th.  Ken asked if the rental price was the cause and they said that plus other factors led them to canceling their show.

Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the February 6, 2023 meeting were approved as read.

Financial Report: Wendy Corby presented the financial report for the month of February, 2023.  The expenses were $1311.96 and income was $2,357.90.  The total in checking and savings is y $92,236.79. 

Exterior Support:  Lee Ruth said all the plantings around the building are getting plenty of water from all the rain so there has been no need to irrigate.

Event Committee:  Wendy reported the set-up for the sale next weekend, March 11-12, 2023 will be on Friday from 10:00 a.m. till 5:00 p.m. and Saturday morning beginning at 8:00 a.m. until the sale opens at 10:00 a.m.  She said there are 39 clubs and vendors signed up for the sale. 
 
CHAT:  Wendy said the deadline for the next CHAT newsletter is April 15, 2023 for distribution on May 1, 2023.

Website:  Wendy said show and sale flyers can now be attached to the calendar.  She also said the webmaster has added a paragraph at the top of the “clubs” page that lists all the clubs and when you click on a club name it takes you to their write-up so you no longer have to scroll down the whole list to get to the club you are interested in.

City Management of the Center:  There were several complaints from clubs that the room has not been set-up for their meetings, sometimes incorrectly and sometimes not at all.  The City should have diagrams from every club on their set-up for their meetings.

Director of March 9 and he will bring up several issues, i.e. scheduling, problem with Friday set-up for shows and sales when that Friday is a City holiday (African Violet Show and Textile Arts both have shows/sales scheduled for a weekend when Friday is a City holiday).

Scammers – Ken warned the club to beware of scammers that go on club websites, get the names of the club officers and then send emails supposedly from one officers to another asking them to pay a false invoice or purchase something.  Ken said to always check the email of the person sending the email to make sure it is the actual email address of your officer.
