Recording Secretary’s Report:  The minutes of the September 12, 2022 meeting were approved as read.

Fall Sale:  Wendy said most of the clubs did well at the sale – Fuchsia, Cymbidiums, River Park Garden Club and Begonia said they all did well.  The dates for the Spring Sale will be March 11 & 12, 2023 with set-up on Friday, March 10.

CHAT:  Wendy said the CHAT deadline for the next issue will be October 15, 2022 for the next issue.  Wendy asked the clubs to get any changes in officers to her so we can get them changed on the new website when it is up and running.

Website:  Wendy showed a sample of the new website and said a few things still need to be updated and then it will be activated.
OLD BUSINESS

City Taking Over Management of the SG&AC:  Lisa said she met with the City last week and she said the room reservation price will be in line with what we pay now.  She said the clubs will be under the umbrella of the Sacramento Garden & Arts Center, a non-profit, so the clubs will qualify for the non-profit rate.  
Lisa said she has the club dates for 2023 that have been submitted to her.  She said the City cancellation policy will be a $25 cancellation fee if they are given at least two weeks’ notice, notice that is less than two weeks will have additional cancellation fees.  She also said the City requires payment in advance for reservations.  She said the Center will be managed by a Parks Department employee.
